Their chil-
dren are often the ones who are do-
ing the best in their class, and who
may be the ones in the future who
are giving back to, and even taking
care of us. In the face of this kind of

dedication, who could ever say that
Igra serves only those who can afford
it. To make this opportunity avail-
able to all who value it is the reason
we ceaselessly try to raise funds, and
the reason we ask the support of the
community's Zakat fund, to support
just these types of families.

On a different note, | am sincerely
hoping that the families and children
who feel they are benefiting from our
efforts will return to us.  For their
sake we are sending the teachers for
special three -day training during the
summer months to update and hone
their skills and tools for teaching the
curriculum. Returning teachers and
staff will be starting early in the next
school year to prepare for their
classes. Until then, this will be the
last newsletter you will receive. We
also hope that our teachers and staff
will use the summer months to get a
well -deserved break and gather their
energy for the coming year.
