e Navy blue pants.

e Socks (any color, any length) must be worn with
shoes.

e Shoes must be closed at heel and toes.

Girls:

e  White shirt (short or long sleeved, with or without a
collar, button-up or pull-over).

e Navy blue pants, skirt, jumper

o Legs must be covered with tights or pants, if pants
are worn they must go to the ankle.

e Socks (any color, any length) must be worn with
shoes.

e Shoes must be closed at heel and toes.
e Scarf (navy blue, light blue, white).

Everyone: Friday clothing must be appropriate for at-
tending Salat ul-Jummabh.
